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In the context of today's global reality, this paper focuses on the study of the dominant parameters that define
a city, that shape its urban fabric, and that create a special atmosphere for each traveler and resident.
Starting in order from the city of Arta, continuing to Bern and ending in Verona, we explore the relationships
of each city with the element of water, landmarks, topography, building blocks, and street layouts, with the
aim of identifying the appropriate methods of city planning.
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Specifically, both in Bern and Verona, the authorities are increasingly engaged in the effort to highlight the
rivers as the main zone of interest in the area, through landscaped esplanades, extensive green spaces and
water activities, such as swimming, canoeing, kitesurfing with with the aim of improving the quality of life of
the residents, the aesthetic development of the urban fabric and the creation of a decentralized tourist hub. At
the same time, they adapted the needs of their urban fabric based on the curve of the rivers Aare and Adige
respectively, creating organized routes from the center of the old city, numerous bridges of the road network,
and placing their residential expansion as equally as possible on the two banks.

In no way can we claim the same for the city of Arta, which maintains a hydrophobic attitude towards the river
Arachthos, with insufficient bridge connections on the road network, localized landscape interventions of the
coastal areas and insufficient links to the historical center.
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In the effort to preserve the identity of the place, these cities created new administrative and service centers,
far from their historical core, avoiding the alteration of the structural and architectural character of the old
city by the pressure of modern reality. Bern and Verona are two cities that constantly strive to maintain the
balance between residential areas and green spaces, with parks, gardens and promenades scattered
throughout the urban fabric, as the harmonious combination of built and natural environments improves the
quality of life of the residents and contributes to the overall aesthetic appeal of the city.
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The reason these cities have managed to maintain their character is that they were treated as a whole in
planning and everything new was treated as a part of this whole. In this way, key design parameters emerge
from an understanding of why people visit a place, choose to live and work in it, and the magnitude of their
experience of that place.

The main goal is the formation of a coherent and human-centered urban fabric, where the organization of
public space intensifies the movement of users, socializing and the development of public activities. So the
question can be summed up as follows: do we want a city that acts positively for its citizens or for its visitors, a
city oriented by design towards economic benefit or good practice, respecting history, memory, the landscape
and finally the man himself? Is there a golden ratio for all of the above to strike a balance, or are these kinds
of orientations in danger of being completely successful and their positive effects collapsing?
